This year, as the
film Focus will be on Danish cinema, Scandinavia and its financing system will be enlightened.

Around 200 participants
from all over Europe are expected.
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SELECTION CRITERIAS OF THE 20 PROJECTS :
* the project has to be a feature film initiated in Europe
(fiction, animation or documentary, minimum length: 75 minutes)

* the director needs to be European and to have already directed films
(feature films or distinguished short films).

* 25% of the budget has to be already secured.
* the producer(s) must be looking for additional sources of financing and/or coproducer(s).

* an European regional film fund support (in development or in production) is a plus.
